Letter from the Vicar
We are entering the great season of journeys. Just this week we have been seeing news stories of the queues at the Channel ports as families head off for their summer holidays and many of us will, over the coming weeks, be packing up the car for a journey on holiday or to friends and family.

Journeys are at the heart of the life of faith. We often speak figuratively of our ‘faith journeys’ as a way of describing the development of our own lives in faith. Increasingly communities of faith are also rediscovering literal journeys of faith in the great tradition of the Pilgrimage, such as the ‘Camino’ to Santiago de Compostela. (If you want to find out more about the ‘Camino’ I can recommend the Martin Sheen Film, The Way).
One thing you might not know is that our Parish sits on the path of one of the great English journeys of faith – the route taken by those carrying the body of St Cuthbert on its journey from Lindisfarne to its final resting place in Durham. Fearing the threat of Viking raids, in 875AD the community of Lindisfarne disinterred Cuthbert’s body and carried it on a journey over the North of England and the Borders, resting for a time in Chester-le-Street and Ripon, until finally being laid to rest in Durham over a century later. 

Tradition has it that two of the sites at which Cuthbert’s body rested were Haydon Old Church and Beltingham – both churches dedicated to St Cuthbert. On the first weekend of September we will be marking this tradition with a series of events and services focussing on Cuthbert. At the heart of this will be our own pilgrimage in the footsteps of Cuthbert’s companions from Haydon Old Church to Beltingham on Saturday 3 September. Led by Michael Sadgrove, the former Dean of Durham Cathedral – the Shrine of Cuthbert – this is an opportunity to follow the Way of Cuthbert. Everyone at all the events and services over the weekend, please look out for posters and flyers or contact me for more details.

At the heart of all these journeys is a recognition that, unlike the journeys we will undertake this summer, those on journeys of faith do not always know their final destination. But the great power of pilgrimage – and why it still holds sway over us today – is that it is not the end of the journey that matters, but the journey itself which transforms and changes us.
As those first followers of Jesus discovered, the transformation began as they answered the call he continues to make to each one of us today: ‘follow me’.
