Enduranceis.... | The special gift that we have when life is difficult or
painful that helps us not to give up.

Compassionis.... | Feeling sorry for someone and actually doing something
about making their life or situation better.

Trustis..... Believing in and relying on someone to not let you down.

Peaceis...... Perfect harmony between you and your friends and
between you and God.

Forgivenessis ... | More than just saying sorry. We can forgive because we
are forgiven. "Be compassionate and kind to one another,
forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you."

Friendshipis .. ... The special relationship we have with certain people - a




friend loves and cares for you at all times.

Justiceis .. ... Looking after each other so that everyone has a fair share
of what they need.

Hopeiis .. ... One of the three great gifts of the Spirit. Hope, faith
and love. Hope is knowing that God can be relied on.

Creationis ... .. The belief that God created all things that we need on the
earth and that we a have a responsibility to look after it.

Koinonia is . . . .. The special relationship that we have with each other.
Where we as a community look after each other.
