Letter from the Vicar
The beginning of Lent coincides exactly with the beginning of this month with Ash Wednesday falling on 1 March. With all of Lent in March this gives us a chance to reflect on the season of Lent as it is, rather than Lent in contrast to the weeks prior to it, or Lent as it moves towards its conclusion in commemoration and celebrations of Holy Week and Easter (that’s for next month).

This separation is helpful because it reminds us that Lent exists not just as a preparation for Easter but as a season in the Church’s year in its own right. The ‘forty days and forty nights’ of Lent commemorate Jesus’ time in the wilderness which comes at the beginning of Jesus’ ministry, directly after his Baptism by John and his proclamation as God’s beloved. 

If we look to the Gospel account of Jesus’ time in the wilderness it leads us to two themes that we might reflect on this month. The first is God’s generosity. This might seem strange as we think of Jesus’ own fast in the wilderness and those fasts from chocolate or alcohol that many still keep in Lent. But when, in the Gospel account, Jesus is tempted by the Devil to create bread out of a stone Jesus calls to mind God’s generosity in all things: “One does not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of God” (Mt 4:4). Lent is a time for us to reflect on God’s generosity. At our last Messy Church we thought about this through the resources of “40 acts” (40acts.org.uk) which challenges us to do something generous each day in Lent. You can sign up on the website to a daily reflection and personal challenge to follow. I’m going to try to keep to this myself, perhaps it is something you would like to do also?

The second theme we can reflect on in Lent is prayer. At the beginning of his ministry Jesus was led by the Spirit into the wilderness to reflect and pray on God’s presence. Through Lent we, as a Church, will be thinking about this as we follow a Pilgrim Lent course on the ‘Lord’s Prayer.’ Words so many of us know without even thinking, but such a rich resource for us all to draw on as we enter this time of reflection on the form and nature of God’s generous love to us all. If you would like to know more about this course, or join one of the groups studying it, please let me know.
